Christopher Columbus

Christopher Columbus (1451-1506)
is an Italian-Spanish navigator who
gains fame and fortune for sailing
west across the Aflantic Ocean in
search of a route to Asia.

There, he daims thousands of
islands for the Spanish monarchs,
who have paid for his voyage. He is
generally considered as the
discoverer of America.
